You should always read the Singing and Signing Resources Guide in your downloaded
resource pack before you start teaching this song to your group. It’s important that
as the leader you learn the signs first, especially if you’re new to signing.

Context

On Safariis a fun song which is about what animals you might see if you went on a safari
in Africa. You'll learn lots of animal signs, and learn some animal facts- did you know

a group of hippos can be called a bloat? This is a great song as you can make it really
theatrical with the animals actions, or even add in some animal puppets, or sounds to
make it inclusive for everyone in your group.

Take care with the rhythm of this song as it has short snappy rhythms. You could try
clapping the rhythm before putting the words and signs with it when learning it.
